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1. Continuing professional development over the Internet and its
impact on the participants

Kimura is interested in continuous professional development (CPD)
activities conducted over the Internet. He has conducted a qualitative
study to find out their impact on participants.

2. English linguistics, cognitive linguistics and linguistic
typology

We have conducted a data-oriented analysis of capability can and five
English capability-constructions (i.e. be able to do, be capable of doing,
S enable O to do, it is possible (for N) to do, and S make it possible
(for N) to do). We have also made an investigation of microscopic
change in English by the use of Brown and Frown corpora.

3. Academic integrity, moral education in elementary/junior high
schools

Much of the focus of Wheeler's research centers on academic integrity.
This includes topics such as Japanese universities' attitudes and
policies concerning plagiarism, how Japan's Ministry of Education and
universities are devising strategies to prevent misconduct and
university entrance exam copyright issues. Additionally, Wheeler
conducts research on the reasons for and possible implications of
"moral education” becoming an official subject in the elementary and
(in 2019) junior high school curricula.
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
